Title of rule and other identifying information: (describe subject) Updating the references in the rules to reflect the
inflationary adjustments made to the campaign finances laws.

Purpose of the proposal and its anticipated effects, including any changes in existing rules: This proposed rulemaking
follows up on the recently adopted rules making inflationary adjustments to the monetary limits and reporting values of the
campaign finance category. See WSR 23-07004 adopting changes to WAC 390-05-400 & WAC 390-16-034. This proposed
rule updates the references to the newly adjusted values throughout the PDC rules, Title 390 WAC. The proposed changes
are technical in nature simply to reflect the newly adopted values.

Reasons supporting proposal: The recently adopted rules that make inflationary adjustments to the reporting values and
contribution limits did not change the references to those amounts in the remainder of the rules. This new rulemaking is
necessary to update the references to the new (correct) values in order to provide consistency and clarity throughout the
rules.
